I began to 
realize how rich this man of God really 
was for he needed so little and only 
asked God for one thing, that he be able 
to proclaim the word of God even with 
his last breath.  
This man has never earned money for 

preaching, has seldom known appre-
ciation from his flock, and has pain-
fully worked to see God change the 
hearts of the mam people. I have often 
said this man is a King in the King-
dom of Heaven.   
As I read this verse, this portion 
jumped off the page and spoke to me. 
This is what Genero was talking 
about, (proclaiming the word of God) 
this is what he had taken hold of, more 
then that this is what Christ Jesus had 
taken hold of him for.   
I also began to understand that’s why 
Christ Jesus has taken hold of me, 
That’s why He has drawn me into this 

ministry, that’s what gave Paul, Joe, 
Genero and even gives me the greatest 
joy. I have seen a good number of 
folks become infected with sharing the 
Gospel and proclaiming Gods word. 
I thank God for bringing purpose filled 
men like Genero into my life. I thank 
God for allowing  CV and myself to 
teach others how to see and know why 
Christ Jesus has saved and taken hold 
of them. I thank God that I too pray 
that I be able to proclaim Gods word 
with even my last breath.
